
The Coconino Amateur Radio Club and Williams 
Amateur Radio Club is offering classes to obtain the 
Amateur Radio Technician Class License. This entry 
level license is the minimum to transmit on Amateur 
Radios. With this license you can:

1) Participate in providing emergency communications
in community events or actual emergencies. Call for help when phones are down. 2) Through certain repeaters  
or through satellites you can talk around the world. 3) Have fun with contests sponsoered by the American 
Radio Relay League® or other groups. 4) Use it on camping trips or hiking. And much more.

These classes are free. They begin Friday, April
20 and will be held on Monday, Wednesday and
Friday from 6 p.m. to 10 p.m. in accordance
with the schedule shown. The classes will be held in the Williams Unified School District Office classroom at 
636 S. 7th Street (by the high school football field).   The classes are designed to accompany the ARRL Ham 
Radio License Manual Third Edition Technician Level. It can be found on Amazon or at the ARRL web site.

Remember there is no age limit for an amateur radio license. That makes it a great family hobby. If you have 
kids that might be interested in real technology, bring them along. The classes are free, but there is a $15 fee for 
the exam.
