Roll was obtained via a check-in 

while online. Introductions. 11 Members.  

President’s Report:   Intros - Janice – COVIS cases on the decline -Lots of the County stuff is being shut 

down. Janice is continuing to recover from surgery.  

Vice-President’s Report:  Phil Brunner stated that not a lot was going on. He did query Ken in reference 

to unpaid members. Phil will be removing those unpaid from the website roster. 

 

Secretary's Report: The minutes were sent out prior to the meeting day.   If anyone had an issue about the 

minutes, they were to speak up.
