How to get there (Kachina Village streets were laid out to accommodate the hilly terrain); 

see map below.  Your destination is near the intersection of Kweo Trail and Hotevilla Trail, 

the star to the left of the map center.  The quickest way is Exit 333 (Kachina Village and 

Mountainaire), west onto Kachina Boulevard, right onto Kachina Trail, left on Kona (steep 

hill), pass the first Kweo, left on Ancient, left on Kweo, and park around Hotevilla Trail.  An 

alternate route (longer but less traffic) is to take Pinion Trail (now renamed Ancient Trail); 

this avoids the steep Kona Trail hill.  North is up for the map below. 

If Kona Trail is difficult due to wintry driving conditions, park at the Dollar General Store 

or parking lot next to the real estate office; call on the 146.980 repeater, and Janice will 

provide shuttle service.

NEWS FROM THE VICE-PRESIDENT 

KF7DUR has taken over the CARC Treasurer duties. He is concerned that we may 

be required to submit tax returns as a result of unsolicited contributions in excess 

of $600. We (KF7DUR and AE7OH) are looking into the feasibility and benefits of 

converting CARC to a corporation. 

 

The benefits of incorporation are removal of potential liability of individual club 

members during club activities for unintended consequences of lawful actions. 

We may also be able to obtain exemption from taxation. 

 

The goals of our investigation are: 

1. Little or no change in club organization or activities. To be a 501(c) corporation, 

we would need to have a board of directors but the club officers could serve as 

directors and the club should be able to operate with minimal change in the by-

laws. 

2. Obtain immunity from frivolous lawsuits. Incorporation shields all members 

from lawsuits when performing legal actions during club activities. 

3. If possible, become exempt from taxation as a non-profit corporation. 

4. Minimal cost to the club to effect the incorporation. Assuming we do all paper 

work, the total cost to the club to incorporate and file for State and Federal tax-

exempt status is estimated to be about $350. 

 

Comments and suggestions will be greatly appreciated! 

 

We will continue investigation and present a proposal to the club at a future CARC 

meeting if incorporation is determined to be beneficial and feasible.

Minutes of the Coconino Amateur Radio Club  
10/10/2019 

 
 

Started at: 7:00 pm   

 

President’s Report:  CARC President, Janice Enloe, started the meeting with introduction of all mem-

bers present. She told the meeting that Pat Traber has resigned her position as Treasurer for health rea-

sons and Janice does not have a Treasurer’s Report from Pat for this meeting.  We will discuss replac-

ing both Treasurer and Secretary during New Business. 

   

Vice-President’s Report:  Phil Brunner, our CARC Vice-President, was not present tonight.  

 

Secretary's Report: Since the September minutes were sent to each member by email, they were not 

read.  Kay Perelstein moved to accept the report, Glen Davis 2nd the motion which was passed unani-

mously. 

  

Old Business:  This year’s CARC Christmas Party will be held on Saturday, December 14, 2019 from 

1:00 pm to about 4:00 pm at Janice’s house.  As we approach Party Time, Janice will send travel infor-

mation.  

  

 Soulstice Run, 10/12, Dan coordinating, still need several more volunteers. 

 

 MARS Exercise.  Erv Perelstein briefed on dates for the exercise and that the emphasis is on co-

ordination between MARS operators and Amateur Radio operators.  He invited any members who were 

interested to download and install the MARS Data Modem Terminal software and use it on 60 meters, 

which is the only band that MARS and Amateur Radio operators can use their respective call signs and 

is not limited for symbol rate, bandwidth to HAM operators. 

 

 Winter Field Day was discussed next.  It is coming up in January.  It was decided to defer dis-

cussion until the November meeting. 

 

 Joe and Janice brought up the subject of our support to the Grand Canyon Stagecoach Line 100 

Mile Mountain Bike Race.  Communications are difficult during this race because of the change in alti-

tude.  Even with the use of our mobile repeater, some areas could not communicate.  It was suggested 

that we decide whether we want to support this race anymore since to guarantee good comm for all sta-

tions, we would need to provide additional, expensive communications equipment and it is getting more 

difficult to get the number of volunteers needed because some stations have to be open for many hours 

or all night long.  The general consensus was that we not support this race next year.  We will have ad-

ditional discussions in later meetings.  

 

50/50 Raffle:   Since Pat Traber, our CARC Treasurer, was not in attendance, we had no 50/50 this 

month.

 New Business: Joe told us that we can no longer use the facility at North Country Health Care for 

license testing and license classes.  During the discussion of recommendations for a new venue, Glen Davis 

volunteered to research the problem and let us know at the next meeting. 

Glen then discussed the Girls-On-The-Run Race coming up on 11/9.  He told us that he tested the comm 

to the .98 repeater and he found no dead spots on the route.  He needs a few more volunteers. 

 

 Janice brought us back to the discussion of replacement officers for the Treasurer and Secretary.  

Ken Held was nominated for the Treasurer position and Dan Shearer was nominated for the Secretary po-

sition.  Both accepted the nomination.  The vote was unanimous for both positions.  These positions are 

now filled until the next scheduled Election of Officers.  Members thanked Ken and Dan for filling in these 

important positions. 

 

ARES: Joe talked about the northern California power company that is turning off all power in the high 

winds to keep the transmission lines from sparking.  This is the same company whose lines sparked last 

year and started very large wildfires.   

 

 Joe reported that all repeaters are now operational and he thanked the ARA for responding so 

quickly to our .98 repeater outage.  It was also good for us to use the UHF repeater and satisfy ourselves 

that in an emergency outage of the .98 repeater we can successfully hold nets on the UHF repeater. 

 

 There being no additional business, Janice called for a motion to adjourn. Glen moved and Joe 2nd 

a motion.  Passed unanimously.

Demonstration: 

 

Before leaving, Rick Binks, KE9TP demonstrated a small device which functioned as an Antenna 

Shortwave Electronic Analyzer.  It’s frequency range is 50 MHz to 900 MHz and it creates a 

SMITHCHART to help tune the antenna.  It cost $53.99 from Amazon.
